Fed up with yourself and your family 
being targeted because of the color of your skin or immigration “status”? Interested in deporting Sheriff Joe 
instead of him deporting us, or our family members? Well, apply for PUEBLO’s organizing institute and learn 
about organizing and social change! The institute is a two-month long training camp for those interested in 
becoming organizers against the growing anti-immigrant sentiment in Arizona. Learn about undoing oppression 
and skills to be an effective organizer in the community. Doors are open to all students.    
 
Who is PUEBLO? 
PUEBLO is a grassroots community based organization dedicated to working with young people and the 
immigrant community to combat the growing racism and xenophobia within the state of Arizona.  Founded on 
the principles that liberation and justice will only come about through consistent education, organizing, and 
direct action, PUEBLO seeks to become a catalyst for revolutionary change. 
 
When & Where is it? 
The Institute is two months long and begins with a four-day retreat. The remainder of the Institute will take 
place at PUEBLO’s offices in downtown Phoenix, requiring a 20-hour a week time commitment.  (Times and 
days of meetings to be determined by group.)
